ITINERARY:

Day 1: Thursday (Friday), Auqust 5 (6), 2027: Depart USA from your preferred city. Arrive in
5% Dublin on Aug 6.

Day 2: Saturday, Auqust 7, 2027: Dublin-Kildare-Strokestown-Castlebar. Depart Dublin to travel across

Experience a true Irish farm
with a visit to Rathbaun Farm. Learn about the sheep farm and then gather around the farmhouse table
for homemade scones and coffee. Next, is a scenic drive across the limestone plateau of the Burren to
the 660-foot Cliffs of Moher, rising majestically above the Atlantic-amazing!. Relax with free time in
Limerick this evening. Breakfast.

Day 6: Wednesday, Auqust 11, 2027: Foynes-Dingle Penninsula-Killarney. This morning, travel to
Foynes for a guided tour of the Flying Boat Museum, home to the world’s only full-size replica of a B314 flying boat, that

once carried celebrities, royals and refugees across the Atlantic. Later, experience an Irish coffee demonstration and
tasting of this legendary beverage.-yum! Breakfast & Dinner.

Day 7: Thursday, Auqust 12, 2027: Killarney. Enjoy a spectacular drive around the famous Ring of Kerry.
